Annapolis is served by three major airports: Washington-Dulles, Reagan National,
and Baltimore-Washington. Any of these is suitable. Below are directions for each.

Baltimore-Washington International (BWI)
The Courtyard Annapolis is approximately 21 miles from BWI.

Exit the rental car facility on New Ridge Road to Stoney Run Road. Turn right on
Stoney Run Road, and then make a left onto Aviation Boulevard (Route 170). At
the intersection with Dorsey Road (Route 176), exit left onto Dorsey Road. Follow
Dorsey Road to the exit for 1-97 South (Annapolis and Bay Bridge). Turn right to
take 1-97/Route 3 South toward Annapolis. 1-97 merges with Route 50. Continue
on Route 50 East to Exit 22 — Riva Road. The hotel will be on the left.

Washington Reagan National (DCA)
The Courtyard Annapolis is approximately 35 miles from DCA.
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Exit north onto the George Washington Memorial Parkway and take 1-395 North
across the Potomac River. Stay on 1-395 until it dead ends at New York Avenue.
Turn right onto New York Avenue and follow the signs for Route 50 East to

Annapolis. Continue on Route 50 East to Exit 22, Aris T. Allen. Follow signs to
Riva Road, and make a right at the light onto Riva Road. The hotel is on the left.

Washington-Dulles International (IAD) — (International Connections)
The Courtyard Annapolis is approximately 60 miles from 1AD.

Take the Washington Dulles Access Road East (Route 267) toward Washington
D.C. and exit on 1-495 North, Capital Beltway. Drive 20 miles to US 50 East and
follow signs to Annapolis. Continue on Route 50 East to Exit 22, Aris T. Allen.
Follow signs to Riva Road, and make a right at the light onto Riva Road. The hotel
is on the left.
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
